Chairperson’s Report (Kate K.)

(After the meeting, it was 

determined that the Salinas will host Unity Day and not the Monterey Intergroup).

 Now that the IRS has reinstated MBAIAA as a legal non-profit entity we are focused on 
obtaining legal status with the State Franchise Tax Board (FTB) and OƯice of the Attorney 
General (OAG). Our accountant assures us that the state approval process is a formality at 

this point because they mainly look for verification of the IRS approval. In late December, 
the OAG did respond to our August reinstatement application and provided a list of 

requirements that must be met including a $525 fee. We expect our CPA will submit the 

outstanding items in the next week or two. 

 

Please refer to the December and the 2025 Total Profit and Loss reports contained in the 
agenda packet.  
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We are grateful to have received an unexpected grant this month totaling $1000 from the 

Community Foundation of Monterey County which we deposited before being reminded by 

an astute AA member that we cannot accept outside contributions in keeping with Tradition 

7. The $1,000 grant money will be returned in January. 

 

You will notice we have a net loss of a little over $3,200 in December, primarily due to 

payments we made for IRS penalties and CPA fees which totaled approximately $2700. We 

will be incurring similar deficits in the coming months as we pay our CPA bills and IRS 

penalties using the generous member contributions members designated for this purpose. 

Our net loss for the year was a little over $12,000, which is remarkably low given that we 

paid over $40,000 in delinquent payroll taxes and penalties  

Luke being new has not been brought up to date with the payment of late taxes and fees, so 

he asked if there was a “plan” to get us caught up. Chris explained that we have been 

working on this all year and we should be caught up this year.  Cheri (also a new IGR) asked 

how she could get a meeting packet . Oliver asked her to send him her email so he could 

include her on the IGR mailing list.   

 

OƯice Administrator’s Report: (Oliver) 7:18 p.m. 

• Holiday Banquet was a success! The food was great and folks seemed to have a 

good time. Thanks to everyone’s generosity we were able to cover all expenses and 

still net over $620 extra in contributions   The idea of putting a donation jar at the end 

of the serving table was a great idea verses selling meal tickets for $10. Donations 

received almost completely paid for the ham and tip. More people participated than 

expected and the donations were generous.  

 

• I’ve enclosed the current sign-up sheet for the 2026 Birthday Meetings. We still need 

host groups for April, August and October. Do we want to hold the October meeting 

on the 31st  This last Saturday is Halloween, and it might cut into our attendance. We 

might want to think about doing it the previous Saturday.  

 

• AA World Services has announced a $3 price increase on all but two books starting 

next month. Our non-profit status has relieved us of the sales tax burden so our 

markup will increase, but we’ll still need to raise prices on our end to cover this 

latest change.  Oliver made a large purchase trying to get supplies before the prices 

increased.  Pamphlets are also going up 15%.  

 

• As Chris mentioned we received and erroneously accepted a $1000 grant from the  

              Community Foundation. The money has been refunded. The grant letter and latest  

response is included in the packet.  Note that the December P&L will reflect the 
$1000 as an Individual Contribution, and a $1000 refund will be reflected in the 
January P&L 
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• I am currently working on getting discounted software subscriptions using our new 

501c(3) status. QuickBooks Online will be the biggest savings ($80 verses $900) 

Oliver applied to a company that provides Adobe for $15 a year verses $20 a month, 

but we were declined. He asked why and was told that Adobe considers AA 

“rehabilitation”, and they do not give a discount to rehabilitation services. Oliver is 

going to ask around with other Intergroups if they have ever had a similar 

experience.  

 

• The AAWS Board recently recommended that monthly communication be sent 

regarding matters related to self-support. The enclosed letter ‘We are all going to 

foot the bill’ is the first in that series.  Kate asked  Oliver if he thought this was a way 

to let people know that the GSO needs more money. Oliver agreed he thought that 

was the intent of these monthly letters.

12 Step Phone List Chairpersons: Need new people for both of these positions. 

Qualifications for these positions are stated in the by-laws. (one year sobriety and a one-

year service commitment). We are currently looking for a 6-month commitment to replace 

the members who stepped down at the end of the year. These positions are normally 

elected in July along with the Treasurer, Recording Secretary and PI/CPC Chair. Luke 

volunteered for the men’s phone list. Oliver agreed to contact Phillip so Phillip could get 

Luke up to date with his spreadsheet and other phone list documents. Luke said that he 

knows how to use excel.

For people the 

IGR meeting, that might be diƯicult. The orientation is for people who want to know more 

about general service, and what it does.

A vote was taken 

and 18 voted yes, there were zero no votes and one vote abstaining (new IGR) . The 2026
